    - 22/01203/FUL - Formation of a new vehicular access with recessed pillars and timber gates and gravel drive off New Lane @ Toft Farm, Goose Track Lane



Resolved – Objection (Unanimous)






          “After careful consideration of the above application Lillings Ambo Parish Council wish to object to the application for the following reasons;
    




    - Highway safety compromised; the proposal ultimately  accesses an unrestricted narrow public road with inadequate visibility situated at the confluence of existing  private access points (both agricultural and residential). There are no passing places in either direction on New Lane to cope with the increased traffic.






    - Over development; The application sits outside of the existing village envelope, and sets a precedent for future development of this type.





    - Out of Character; The rural context is diminished by changing an existing agricultural field access into an alternative property access. The existing (and more direct) access to Toft Farm is straight onto Goose Track Lane.






    - Drainage; The proposals cross a watercourse that needs to be preserved and maintained to prevent flooding”.

- 22/01212/FUL - Erection of 1no. detached six bedroom replacement dwelling (revised details to refusal 21/00925/FUL dated 11.05.2022) and erection of detached 3 bay garage building with first-floor accommodation to form 1no. two bedroom annexe following demolition of existing building (revised details to part approval 21/00284/FUL dated 11.05.2022) @ The Lodge, Goose Track Lane

However the Parish Council has two concerns:

· Within the documentation it states there is an intention to rename the property “The White House”, but there is already a property with this name within the village, so this would result in unnecessary confusion, so the Parish Council would urge the applicant to re-think the name change.
· The two-bedroomed annexe shall not be sold off or let off separately from the dwelling currently known as The Lodge, to ensure that the annexe is only available for its intended use and is not used as a separate dwelling, remaining within the curtilage of The Lodge.
